is is the 3rd and final installment describing the anti-

microorganism treatment protocol for so-called “incurable’
rheumatoid disease as developed by a committee of physicians for The
Arthritis Trust of America in 1982.

Prior to his discovery on how to halt the progress of these more
than 80 collagen tissue diseases, Professor Roger Wyburn-Mason
was a world-famous nerve specialist, honored by having two nerve
diseases named after him during his life-time. One of his discoveries
also led his former house-doctor, Dr. Paul K. Pybus, along with Gus
J. Prosch, Jr., M.D., to develop Intra-neural Injections, a treatment
vet to be described in these pages, but available on our website at
http:/iwww.arthritistrust.org; (In Rheumatoid Diseases Cured at LLast,
The Art of Getting Well, Arthritis: Little Known Treatments, Arthritis:
Osteoarthritis, Rheumatoid Disease Including Rheumatoid Arthritis,
and Intraneural Injections for Rheumatoid Arthritis and Osteoarthritis
with The Control of Pain in Arthritis of the Knee.)

From 1970s forward, Wyburn-Mason tested his theories by
providing successful rheumatoid arthritis treatments from his office
in England to individuals in Australia, New Zealand, United States,
Canada, South Africa and elsewhere, usually via telephone, mail and
by receiving patients in England.
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Once he had determined that his treatment was indeed effective,
Professor Wyburn-Mason meticulously prepared a book with a rather
pretentious title based on his lifetime of clinical analysis and shrewd
evaluations: The Causation of Rheumatoid Disease and Many Human
Cancers - A New Concept in Medicine. (A Precis’ is available through
our website, above.) This 479 page book, published in 1978 in Japan
in English (IJI Publishing Co., Ltd., Tokyo, Japan) retailed for $125
per copy. At Dr. Blount’s request, and expense, this foundation donated
several hundred copies to various medical school libraries. A nice
thank-you note was received by the foundation for this most generous
donation from each library. Only afterward was it learned that the
book was in most instances thrown into the waste-basket, as “Our
doctors don’t want that kind of book in our library!”

Once Roger Wyburn-Mason announced publicly that he’d been
“euring” rheumatoid diseases, including rheumatoid arthritis, his
international fame plummeted from that of a most noble nerve
specialist tothat of a “quack” doctor. Everyone knew that rheumatoid
arthritis was incurable, and so Wyburn-Mason must be a quack.
Right? That exceedingly sad story is told by his wife, Joan Wyburn-
Mason, on our website in the booklet, Dedication, Love and Humour.

It was only after this foundation was established, and the active
engagement of other doctors in the Wyburn-Mason process, that many

- other important aspects of treatment were learned. One of these was

the relationship of “The Herxheimer Effect,” to wellness!

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Arthritis Drug Causes
Tuberculosis

Infliximab, an immune-suppressing drug
used to treat theumatoid arthritis and Crohn’s
disease, is behind 70 reported cases of
tuberculoses (TB) among U.S. patients who
received the medication.

The cases, at least four of which were fatal,
were reported to the Food and Drug
Administration between 1998 and May of this
year. Researchers who reviewed the cases say
that the immune-system protein [that]
infliximab suppresses -- called tumor necrosis
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factor alpha (TNF-alpha) -- appears to be key
in controlling TB infection.

Around 150,000 people worldwide have
received infliximab infusions since the drug’s
approval in 1998. In August, Malvern,
Pennsylvania-based Centocor, which markets
infliximab as Remicade, announced it was
changing the drug’s prescribing information to
address the TB concerns. The revised labeling
states that patients should be tested and treated
for inactive, or latent, TB prior to infliximab
therapy.

Latent TB refers to a chronic, but
symptomless and noncontagious infection.
Such TB infections are prevalent throughout
the world because in most people, the immune
system is able to suppress TB bacteria.

Up to 15 million Americans are estimated
to have latent TB infections.

When the immune
system is suppressed -
- as it is in patients on
infliximab -- latent TB
can become active.
Active TB usually
attacks the lungs,
causing symptoms
such as a severe cough,
chest pain and weight
loss. It is spread
through the air from
person to person.
